Regulations for The Barents Regional Youth Council 

§ 1. 
The name

The name of the structure is ”The Barents Regional Youth Council” and has the abbreviation BRYC

§ 2.
Organisational belonging

The Barents regional Youth council reports to the Barents regional committee and are the Barents Regional Working Group on Youth Issues closest collaborator.

§ 3.
The members

The members are elected youth representatives from their respective administrative unit in The Barents region. The Barents Euro Arctic working group on Indigenous issues elects in addition one youth representative for indigenous youth.

The recruitment of participants varies between the counties and countries depending on the structures for youth work. The counties, läns and oblasts are responsible for covering the expenses the members has related to meetings in the council. The exception is the Russian regions, they have to cover travels within Russia but needs support to cover travels abroad. Council meetings are twice a year and board meeting three times a year.

The following criteria are set for the representatives

- He or she must have an age fitting the category ”Youth” 

  (over 18 and under 30 years)

- Have knowledge about youth issues in their region

- Be interested in international cooperation

- Should be elected

- Must represent youths in their region and belong to an NGO or 

   local or regional Youth Council

- Must speak English

The members of the council are elected for two years with the possibility for re-election. 

§ 4.
Language
The official language for BRYC is English.

§ 5.
The board
The executive board is elected each year, but the persons can be elected for more than one period. The board consists of one youth representative from each country and one for indigenous people. Each year the General assembly decides what power the board have, and to what extent the board can make decisions without approval from the council. 

The Annual Meeting elect the board by normal majority votes or if only one candidate by acclamation. The voting is open.
The chairman is elected every year by the council, but the council can give the board authority to constitute themselves.

§ 6. The aim for the organisation

 BRYC will strengthen the youth cooperation in the Barents region and empower young people to actively participate in the shaping of the Barents region and the society in which they live.

§ 7. The General assembly 

The Annual meeting is the highest assembly for BRYC. The annual Meeting will be arranged first quarter of the year during the first BRYC meeting. The board can invite to extraordinary general assembly if necessary. 

All decisions and elections are made due to majority vote.

All members can come with suggestions of candidates and suggestions in all items.

The chairman sends out invitation to the members not later than two weeks prior to the general assembly. The invitation can also be sent electronically and shall include draft of annual report, action plan for the coming year and budgets.

§ 8. Changes of regulations

Changes of the regulations can be done in the general assembly with more than 2/3 of the votes. All members can come up with suggestions for changes.

There is only one vote per region, so participation with more that one representative does not give more votes.

§ 9. Dismantling of the organisation

Dismantling the organisation can only be done by 2/3 of the votes in the general assembly if approved by the regional Barents council.
